CATEQUESE SOBRE SANTA MISSA
Já me perguntaram, com muito respeito, por que 
estou escrevendo esta coluna. A resposta simples 
é que não temos ensinado nada bem o 
comportamento correto na igreja. Na verdade, as 
pessoas não sabem mais como agir na igreja, e a 
culpa é principalmente de nós, pastores. Então 
aqui está o problema: digamos que alguém entra 
na igreja e até se aproxima da Sagrada 
Comunhão, mascando chiclete. Isto é errado 
porque quebra o jejum eucarístico, distrai, é 
considerado indelicado num ambiente formal e 
não nos ajuda a rezar melhor. (Você consegue 
imaginar o Papa estourando chiclete durante a 
missa?) Existem duas soluções. A primeira é ir 
até a pessoa e pedir que ela pare, causando 
constrangimento e possivelmente uma resposta de 
raiva.
